methodology, results, and significance of the research. Abstracts must be between 150 and 250 words, written in Times New Roman font, regular style, size 11 pt.
Keywords: a maximum of 5 keyword
Introduction

Authors are kindly requested to carefully follow this guideline, which has been designed to standardize the structure and format of the papers presented at the conference.
Dear authors, please note that the number of pages of the paper must not be less than 5 pages. Articles must be prepared according to the current template.
By opening this guideline file, you can easily rewrite the different sections of your paper and prepare it according to the desired format for the conference.
Main Body of the Papers
Each paper should include various sections, including: 1- Conference Title (at the top of the first page); 2- Paper Title; 3- Name(s) of the author(s), their academic titles, the name of the institution, and the email address(es) of the author(s); 4- Abstract; 5- Keywords; 6- Introduction; 7- Main Body of the Paper; 8- Conclusion; 9- Acknowledgments (if necessary); 10- List of Symbols; 11- References; 12- Appendix (if needed).
All papers must have an abstract. The abstract should include the research method, key results, and their analysis and evaluation. It is not necessary to mention the background of the topic in this section.

The introduction may include discussions such as the importance of the topic, the position of the research, the definition of the problem, and a brief review of previous studies related to the subject. The history and scientific background related to the topic of the paper should be referenced, with citations provided using reference numbers, e.g., [1].
In the conclusion section, the key results of the paper should be presented and discussed. Additionally, a detailed presentation of the results is part of the main body of the paper.
In the references section, the details of the sources cited in the paper must be provided.
Paper Preparation

The font size for the paper title should be 14 pt, using the Times New Roman font in black, bold, and centered. The font size for the name(s) of the author(s) should be 10 pt, using the Times New Roman font in black, bold, and centered and the academic title(s) and institutional affiliation(s) of the author(s) should also be typed in Times New Roman 10 pt. The font for Persian papers should be B Nazanin, and for English articles, Times New Roman. The font size for the main body of Persian text should be 11 pt, and for English text, 10 pt. The paper identification number should be typed in Arial 11 pt.

Papers should be typed on A4 paper in two columns, with margins of 20 mm at the top, bottom, left, and right, and an 8 mm gap between the two columns. Authors can use the present template to format their papers. Furthermore, the line spacing should be single. The first line of the introductory paragraph of each section does not require indentation, but for other paragraphs, an indentation of 5 mm should be used.
The headings of each section should be typed from the beginning of the column without leaving any space. The font for section headings should be Times New Roman, black, and pt 11.

In Persian articles, the use of English words within the text should be avoided, and their Persian equivalents should be used. If necessary, the English term may be included in a footnote with a corresponding reference number. The font size for footnotes should be pt 9, using Times New Roman.
Tables, Figures and Photographs

All figures, tables, diagrams, and formulas must be numbered sequentially and placed in the first appropriate location after being referenced in the text. Figures should have captions below them, and tables should have headings above them. All symbols and numbers in figures and tables must be fully legible. If color images are used, ensure their quality and meaning are preserved in grayscale. Table 1 and Figure 1 are examples of table and figure formatting.

System of Units

Equations
Equations should be numbered sequentially from the beginning to the end of the paper. The equation numbers must be placed at the right-hand end of each column, aligned with the line containing the equation, and enclosed in parentheses.

Results and Discussion
In this section, the main results and findings of the research, along with the relevant analyses, should be presented clearly and precisely.
Conclusions
In this section, a concise and coherent summary of the research findings should be provided.

Acknowledgments (if necessary)

If needed, authors may express their gratitude to the supporters of the research in this section.
List of Symbols (if necessary)

The list of symbols should be placed before the References section. English symbols should be arranged in alphabetical order based on the Latin alphabet, followed by Greek symbols organized according to the Greek alphabet.

References
The references cited in the text should be indicated by numbers in square brackets, such as [1]. The order of the references in the References section should follow the order in which they are cited in the text. No references other than those mentioned in the text should be included in the References section. The format for writing reference titles will be as follows:
